Year of Faith reflection

In the Gospel of Luke 10:38-42, Jesus told
Martha that she was “anxious and worried about many
things” but that “Mary has chosen the better part.” In
the Scripture passage, the better part is that Mary “sat
beside the Lord at His feet listening to Him speak.”
This is not the usual image that comes to mind when
we think of prayer. Let’s take a closer look...

A relationship involves conversation between
two people. Each of us desires to know God’s personal
direction for his or her life. Sometimes, it’s a yearning
to know the big picture. More frequently, it’s a crisis-
oriented cry for help regarding the practical decisions
we are faced with on a daily basis. But whether we
realize it or not, more than a word of guidance, what
we really need is to know the Guide. What really mat-
ters, more than the answer to a specific prayer, is
knowing that Jesus has heard our cry and we have
somehow sensed His Presence.

Prayer is our way of establishing a relation-
ship with Jesus, and this relationship with Him is
unique and personal for each of us. If we love some-
one, we look forward to creating opportunities to com-
municate with them, as well as just being with this
person. It is the same with God. The initial invitation
for this relationship comes from Jesus as a gift, a grace
bestowed on us by a loving God. He is continually
looking for ways and occasions to make known His
presence to us.

So how can we dispose our hearts to hear
from the Lord personally? How does He speak di-
rectly, concretely, recognizably to our hearts? One of
the best ways to answer these questions is “to pray
with Scripture.” Lectio Divina, which is Latin for Di-
vine Reading, is a way of praying with Scripture where
we encounter the Person of Christ. Praying with Scrip-
ture incorporates the natural development of a relation-
ship between two friends. It happens as we sincerely
spend time with the Word of God. However, an aware-
ness and understanding of the progression can help our
participation in it.

How does a relationship develop? Think of a
person that you truly love and trust, such as a spouse,
friend, sibling, or grandparent. In the beginning of the
relationship, you spend time together talking. Your
conversation might initially be a bit superficial, but as
the relationship develops, your conversation begins to
include sharing your thoughts about things. As the
relationship deepens, your trust grows, and you now
feel comfortable relating how you feel about things.
Communication is now at the level of the heart. Even-
tually you are able to sit in a room with the person and
no words need to be spoken; just being in their pres-
ence is very calming and there is a sense of commun-
ion without words being spoken.

This is what God desires with each one of us.
This is the same progression that we find in praying
with Scripture. Talking, spending time with and get-
ting to know Jesus takes place in reading a particular
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(cont. from previous column) Scripture passage.
Sharing what you think comes about in reflecting on the
Scripture passage by re-telling it in a few short sen-
tences. Relating how you feel takes place in spontane-
ous prayer as you answer three, simple questions that
lead you to become personally involved with the pas-
sage. This prayer fosters a movement from your head to
your heart as the Holy Spirit makes a connection be-
tween the persons and events in the Scripture and your
own personal life by reminding you of something from
last week, last year, or perhaps a very long time ago.
Finally, the peaceful communion with no outward com-
munication develops through simply resting in God,
being in His Presence and listening to what Jesus might
whisper to your heart through a thought or a word.
