Thank you for all the cards and letters, pray-

ers and encouragement for my recovery after my ac-
cident on Memorial Day. Not how I planned a lei-
surely cruise through our beautiful hills and valleys 
of Southwest Wisconsin, but I guess we never can 
know how each day or moment will turn out.
