A Catholic school is a community of faith, knowledge, and service, as a min-
istry of the parish community; and Catholic Schools week provides a won-
derful opportunity for us to reflect on whether we have “a school with a par-
ish, or a parish with a school,” and make sure our parish school is living its
mandate from the Church.
