3 The following articles on vocations are from Growing in 
Faith. They speak to all aspects of life, whether one is 
beginning to discern a vocation, or striving to deepen the 
vocation you are living. Hoe they speak to your heart. 
 

DISCOVER GOD’S PLAN OF LOVE FOR YOU 
A vocation is a call from God to love him throughout your life. 
Whether you are called to be married, a priest or deacon, a reli-
gious brother or sister, or committed to staying single, your voca-
tion will bring you the most joy you can experience on Earth. It 
will help you and others to grow closer to God. Here are some 
ways you can better discern God’s plan for you. Personally meet 
him. The Church’s sacraments are opportunities to meet God 
personally and receive his grace. We can meet him often in the 
Sacrament of Holy Eucharist and the Sacrament of Reconcilia-
tion. Sacred Scripture is another opportunity for personal en-
counter. The more we open ourselves up to Our Lord, the more 
easily we can discern his voice. Follow in another’s footsteps. 
Find role models in the different vocations. See if you can pic-
ture yourself doing what he or she does each day. Ask for details 
of their vocation stories to see how God chose them. That will 
give you clues to how you are being called. Keep in touch. Keep-
ing a prayer journal is a good way to spot patterns that may show 
God is working in your life. Pick a prayer buddy and pray for 
each other’s vocations. Spend time in front of the Blessed Sacra-
ment when you can. 
 

LET GO OF THE DREAM 
Who wouldn’t want to live the “good life?” Imagine having all 
the money you need, going on exotic vacations, and owning your 
dream home. Yet, people who have all the world can offer still 
say they don’t have all they want. That’s because the good life 
isn’t here on Earth. “We know that all things work for good for 
those who love God, who are called according to his pur-
pose” (Romans 8:28). 

POLISH YOUR CATHOLIC COMPASS 
Our Catholic faith is like a compass that can point us to a clear 
path to Heaven. If we aren’t careful to keep our compass in 
working order, however, we can get pulled off course and lose 
our way. Keep a sharp lookout. God made us in his image and 
likeness and we will be happiest when we avoid temptation and 
do what is good and loving in his eyes. The Beatitudes and the 
Ten Commandments are roadmaps we can follow.

Journey toward God’s voice: while 
God speaks to us in many ways, his voice is most clearly dis-
cerned in Scripture. A daily dose of the Word of God is a sure 
way to stay on the path to Heaven.
