3 GAUDETE SUNDAY 
 

It never fails that someone comes up after Mass on 
Gaudete Sunday and says ‘Father you look good in pink’, or 
they know this is the Sunday we get to light the pink candle 
on our Advent wreaths. Is this just to break up the two sea-
sons of penance (Advent and Lent) from their normal colors 
of Violet (no, not purple). As you can well imagine, there is 
more, so let’s take a look at what the color rose signifies. In 
The Year of Grace, Dr. Pius Parsch stated: 

 

 ‘Nature’s annual cycle is characterized by two 
phenomena, light and life. Out of the darkness comes light, out of 
death comes life. The translation from night to light characterizes the 
winter season; the transition from death to life is proper to summer-
time. The holy year of the church is likewise divided into two phases 
which have similar characteristics.’ 

 

 Violet calls to mind the diminishing light 
during Advent and the silence of life in the winter preparing 
for a new birth in the spring. Black is not a liturgical color, 
because black is the absence of all color, and we are never in 
complete darkness. Violet is a dark and penitential color, but 
it is also the ancient color for royalty and wealth. Through 
our baptism, we are immersed in light and life, and have the 
dignity of being children of the King of Heaven.  

 

In this sense, we see the significance of the color 
rose, a softening of violet, the promise of the light that is ap-
proaching, anticipating the birth of Christ during Advent 
and his resurrections during Lent. Gaudete Sunday is an an-
ticipation and foretaste of the good things to come, things 
that we experience partially today and confident that we will 
experience them fully when Christ returns.  

 

St Bernard of Clairvaux teaches of the three comings 
of the Lord: he came in the flesh and weakness of humanity, 
the final one, when he will come in power and majesty, and 
this third one that lies between these two, when he comes in 
spirit and power. In a sense, Advent is a waiting in expecta-
tion and joy for all three of these. Our readings place us with 
the prophets waiting for the coming of the Messiah, we wait 
in the darkness of this life for the coming of the Son of Man 
on the clouds of heaven, anticipating his second coming. 
And finally we wait for his coming into our life now, prepar-
ing for his return. St Bernard teaches this middle coming is 
the road from the first to the final coming of our Savior.  

 

This coming of our Lord is even more immanent 
during Gaudete Sunday, The Lord is Near. Just as The Light 
approaches, his light is reflected in our liturgies; the violet of 
the season approaches the white of Christmas morning, and 
appears as rose. We rejoice not only in the future coming of 
Christ; we rejoice now as he is born into our hearts today. In 
Advent the Holy Spirit desires to open the doors to our 
hearts so he can enter more fully. Nothing matters more in 
life than we grow in the diving light of love that is Jesus 
Christ. That is true joy; so we can repeat with St. Paul in his 
letter to the Philippians: ‘Rejoice in the Lord always, again I say 
rejoice! The Lord is near.
