Each week during Lent, I will offer some comments
on various aspects of our faith, with a special focus
on the Mass. Why do we do certain things as Catho-
lics? What do various parts of the Mass mean? Hope-
fully these reflections will help gain a deeper apprecia-
tion for the Mass and our faith whether we are cradle
Catholics or preparing to enter the Church or even if
we are just thinking about entering. If you have
friends or family that have left the practice of their

faith, perhaps these can help them return home.

ADORATION: Why do we have Adoration in the
Church? We believe that the bread and wine are sub-
stantially changed with the words of consecration into
the body and blood, soul and divinity of Jesus Christ.
This being the case, we will occasionally place a conse-
crated host into a monstrance and have a period for spe-
cial prayer. At Holy Family parish, we normally offer
adoration on Thursdays (St Gabriel’s) and Fridays (St
John’s) during the year, but during Lent we offer adora-
tion for a 24 hour period following the Friday morning
Mass through Saturday morning. We conclude this time
of prayer with Benediction and a Saturday morning
Mass at 8:00 AM. When the Blessed Sacrament is re-
moved from the Tabernacle for Adoration, we try to
never leave him alone. This is why we ask people to sign
up for a designated time. One question that comes up
occasionally is ‘T did not sign up, can I still participate?
Yes, anyone can stop in at any point, whether you have
5 minutes free or you want to spend an hour or more.
The SE door to the church will remain open through-
out the period of adoration.

PROCESSION: Why do we have a procession to
begin Mass! Wouldn't it be easier to just start from the
sacristy! Yes, it would be more efficient, but the Mass is
not about efficiency. It is about praise and worship; it is
about celebrating an ancient liturgy in our world today.
Everyone gathers in the church in anticipation. Christ,
in the person of the priest, enters last, while all sing
God’s praises. Similar to a royal procession, where every-
one gathers and goes before the king, and they gather
around the throne. We gather around our eternal king,
who is reigning from his throne; the cross and the altar
of sacrifice. We also call to mind that we are on a pil-
grimage through this life to heaven. The entrance pro-
cession, beginning at the back of the church (the world),
is a symbol of that journey to heaven (the altar). Christ
is our goal, symbolized by the altar, and he walks with us
in the person of the priest.
