Is it a school with a parish, or is it a parish with a school? It is a question I al-
ways consider when people ask me about Catholic Schools Week, though you
might look at that opening question and ask, “IWhat?”

It is a good question, because our parish communities have a mandate from the
Gospel to preach the good news. Moreover, that is exactly what a good Catholic
school does. It is another one of the ministries of a parish: to educate well-
rounded individuals in Gospel values, preparing those young individuals to
take their eventual place in the larger secular community. All the educational
efforts of the parish school are focused on the life of faith. That faith is formed
in knowledge of the teachings of the Church and of the Gospel, and those quali-
ties are demonstrated through a life of service to the community.

A Catholic school is a community of faith, knowledge, and service, as a minis-
try of the parish community; and Catholic Schools week provides a wonder-
ful opportunity for us to reflect on whether we have “a school with a parish,
or a parish with a school,” and make sure our parish school is living its man-
date from the Church.
