Grant to us, O Lord, a new vigor in our time of 
Advent, that, as we prepare to celebrate in adoration the 
festivities of your Son’s Nativity, so may we possess in glad-
ness his everlasting rewards. 
 

Hi Everybody, 
Bishop Callahan here, asking you to make 

some time this Advent season to reflect on the great 
mystery of the Annunciation. We hear the reading 
from St. Luke on the Forth Sunday of Advent, re-
counting the visit of the angel Gabriel. Mary, fully 
human, encountered Gabriel, a pure spirit, and our 

world was forever changed. Mary’s response “May it be 

done to me according to your word” brought salvation to 
humanity in that very instant as Mary became the 
Mother of God. 

Our Blessed Mother’s example gives us the 
courage to say “Yes”. “Yes” to the will of God in our 
lives.
