Let me ask a quick question: in the past month, have
you purchased any of the following?
Groceries
Gasoline
Household items
Have you eaten out at any number of
local restaurants?

If you answered yes to one or more of the
above, did you know that with a little pre-planning,
you could be supporting your parish in a much need-
ed fundraising effort by using Scrip? Now the ques-
tion becomes ‘Do you know what 'scrip' is? It is a
national fundraising program that serves local organ-
izations. Many organizations such as Holy Family
Parish and Prairie Catholic School, sell scrip as an
ongoing fundraiser. Basically, gift cards are pur-
chased at a discounted rate and sold at face value,
and the organization keeps the difference. Discounts
range from 1% all the way up to 16%! This is such
an easy way to support your parish-by buying things
that you would anyway without spending more.
Scrip is great for everyday items like gas and food,
can be used for big ticket things like home improve-
ments, tires and televisions and everything in be-
tween. Scrip cards make great gifts, too!

Maybe you've thought about buying Scrip,
but you did not understand how it worked, it wasn't
convenient or you forgot. Now it's become even eas-
ier-you can order directly online through shop-
withscrip.com; you set up an account and place your
order, using the school number (315114L.45414) to
make sure you're supporting our parish. You are still
able to write a check to the scrip program and pay
when you pick up your order if you are not comfort-
able paying online. The scrip coordinator will con-
tact you about where you would like to pick up your
order. You do have the option of paying online with
your bank account-the website doesn't accept credit
cards. Scrip will be available to purchase at the Prai-
rie Catholic School office at St. Gabriel's starting
January 16th, and it will continue to be sold after
masses and at both rectories. If you have questions
about the scrip program, please call or stop in at ei-
ther rectory or the school office.
