PENTECOST SUNDAY

VENI, SANCTE SPIRITUUS; COME, HOLY SPIRIT

This simple prayer is a very powerful invitation to open
our hearts and allow the Holy Spirit to enter and fill us
with the grace God offers. This prayer takes only a mo-
ment to say, and is especially powerful after receiving Holy
Communion. When returning to your seat, take a minute
to invite the Holy Spirit into your heart, into your strug-
gles and into your joys. A quote attributed to St. Augustine

states: He who created us without our help will not save us with-
out our consent. God does not act as a steamroller over our
lives. We need to open our hearts and invite him in. The
feast of Pentecost is a good reminder of this. The Apostles
waited in prayer for 9 days after the Ascension, waiting
with open hearts to receive the promised Paraclete. He did
not disappoint then; He will not disappoint today.

Come Holy Spirit, fill the hearts of your faithful
and kindle in them the fire of your love. Send forth
your Spirit and they shall be created. And You shall re-
new the face of the earth.
