Here is the latest update on the 2021 Diocesan Annual Appeal in relation

There will be a box at each church for you to deposit old palms in prepa-
ration for Palm Sunday until May 1st.  Since palms are blessed, they 
should not be thrown into the garbage.  You can either return them to 
church, or burn and bury them yourself.
