Holy Family Parish will be welcoming Catholic youth speaker David Rinaldi to Prairie du Chien for a talk on
Sunday, October 4™. This presentation is geared toward High School students and parents. All parents and
youth are welcomed to attend. Mr. Rinaldi will be staying and speaking to the middle school students at Prairie
Catholic on Monday, October 5 at 9:30am.
