From the Principal 
 
Dear families, 
 
Next week our 7th and 8th grade students will 
be making their big trip to Washington DC. We 
send them off on an amazing adventure 
Monday, May 13th -19th. In two years our next 
group of students will make their trip to 
Washington DC. This will be the last group of 
students allowed to fund raise for this trip.  
 

The consensus of the Education Commission 
and the school administration is that fundraising 
for the Washington DC trip should cease, and 
instead families will be given an opportunity to 
deposit money into each class's "Washington 
DC Trip Account" at any frequency the family 
desires.  If families begin depositing money 
when their child is in Kindergarten at a rate of 
$100 per year, then each family would have 
$700 or $800 in their account by their 7th/8th 
grade year.  Families would then only have to 
pay the balance in the year of the trip. If a 
student leaves Prairie Catholic or does not 
attend the trip, all money deposited directly for 
that student will be returned to his or her family. 
 One added benefit to this approach is that 
Prairie Catholic will be able to conduct additional 
fundraisers to earn money for the school's many 
needs including, but not limited to, technology, 
resources, materials, and textbooks.  The focus 
of fundraising can become a school wide focus, 
not simply a focus on the Washington DC trip. 
 
Finally, for families with students in grades 4th or 
younger, the school encourages you to begin 
saving trip money (either in the Class 
Washington DC Trip Account or in your own 
personal savings account).
