When to Keep Your Child Home From School

1. lliness that prevents the child from
participating in activities.

2. Fever (100° or higher). Students may not
return to school until free of fever without
fever medication for 24 hours.

3. Diarrhea or vomiting during the previous 24
hours. Student may not return to school until
appetite has returned to normal.

4. Rash with a fever.

5. Other conditions deemed appropriate after
assessment by the certified school nurse
and/or the staff nurse.

If your child is sick, please keep him or her
home. Please remind your child to always
remember to wash his or her hands. Studies have
proven that hand washing (next to the flu shot) is
the BEST way to avoid colds and flu. A healthy diet
and sleep also keep your immune system going, So
be sure that your child gets plenty of rest!
